(Minimum 

font size, 10, Minimum margins, 1 inch)  

 

2. On a separate single page write a brief statement of your career and/or educational 

goals. Discuss how you plan to achieve your goals and how you plan to contribute to 

the community in the future.  On the same page you may write a brief statement of 

any financial circumstances that should be considered when reviewing your 

scholarship application. (Minimum font size, 10, Minimum margin, 1 inch) 

 

3. Attach a copy of your official high school transcript in a sealed envelope. 

 

4. Attach two letters of recommendation.  One letter must be from an instructor or 

counselor who will attest to your academic achievements.  The second letter shall be 

from a community member (employer, coach, pastor, etc) who will speak of your 

character and describe and attest to your achievement in service and citizenship.
